Some people may experience side effects for a day or two,
such as arm pain or swelling, chills, headaches, and fatigue.
This is normal and means that your immune system is working.

No. Vaccines are free of charge for everyone, regardless
of your immigration status, and even if you don’t have
health insurance.

Studies show that those who have been fully vaccinated
may become infected with COVID-19, but are typically
at a lower risk for severe symptomes.

There is currently no evidence that COVID-19 vaccination
causes any problems with pregnancy. Additionally, the CDC
indicates that there is currently no evidence that any
vaccines, including COVID-19 vaccines, cause fertility
problems in women or men.

Studies have shown that vaccination provides a strong boost
in protection in people who have recovered from COVID-19.

No. The COVID-19 vaccines do not modify or interact with
your DNA in any way nor make you magnetic. COVID-19
vaccines do not contain ingredients that can produce an
electromagnetic field at the site of your injection, which is
usually the arm.
